The fourth day of the Colorado Bike Tour, Ride the Rockies,
b.gan at 6:00 a.m. after the best night'S sleep 50 far.

We began the day at the elevation of 7800 feet heading east
on US 50. We rested at Pleasant View Ranch for about 45
minutes hoping that Bobby would catch up. At Sargeants,
elevation 8500 feet and 34 ailes into the trip, we start the
assault up Monarch Pass. We had run out of gears very
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The desc.nt of the north side of Hoosier Pass was steep and
full of hairpin turns, not a tre.endous amount of fun for
the captain. Th. last fives ailes to Breckenridge was
fairly straight and mostly downhill. We averaged about 35
aph once we got through the switchbacks. We arrived at the
caaping area in Breck.nridge around 1:30 p.a. I set up
Bobby's tent and Anne bought souvenirs while we waited for
Bobby to arrive. We all took the shuttle to our condo where
Bobby got to his first hot shower of the tour. Bobby left
to aeet his friend Lou at the block party on Ridge street.
Anne and I opted for wine coolers and the hot tub. The hot
tub wasn't enough for ae, so I .ade an appointment for a
.assage. After showering, we walked over to the block party
and had a stuffed baked potatoe while waiting for.y
appointment. After.y .assage, we had dinner at Bernard's
Inn, an Italian resturant. The food~was great. We had
intended to return to the block party but we were tired.
The last night's stand wasn't what we had expected. Even
the campground was quiet at 9:00 p.m.

Tour day six began with a shuttle trip back to the
caapgrounds arount 6:30 a.a. As usual, Bobby was still
sleeping while everyone else had already broken caap. We
helped Bobby pack up his gear and we all left Breckenridge
together. It was a cold damp morning. Day six was not only
the last day of the tour but it was by far the most
difficult. I decided that we needed to change our routine
and we would have breakfast in Keystone. Bobby wasn't very
happy with this decision and he complained the whole way to
Keystone.

We left Breckenr dge around 7:30 a.m. via the bike path
which was downh 11 to Swan Mountain Road. We lost 500 feet
in the first 7 m les only to climb back 450 f.et in the next
3 miles up Swan Mountain Road. We descended another 450
feet to Lake Dillon and Keystone. The stretch of road over
Swan Mountain to Lake Dillon is very beautiful. Due to
construction on US 6, we were forced to detour through
Keyston. Village via the bike path. This resulted in having
to back track three mil.s ov.r dirt for breakfast. As we
pulled into the parking lot, we flated for the first ti.e in
two tours. I decided to repair the flat after breakfast.
There were several others who chose more elegeant cuisine
for the last breakfast including our friend of Ride the
Rookies past, Mary Stewart.

Having fueled up and repaired the flat, we were underway
again only this time we took the bike path detour back to US
6. The ascent up Loveland Pass started iamediately at US 6.
We stopped again at the Araphoe Basin Ski station, where we
us.d a floor puap froa a support van to top off the rear
tire. The bike mechanic was wearing a t-shirt that was
imprinted with "Because life is to short to ride a HUFFY",
especially up Loveland Pass. The ascent fro. Keystone
elevation 9400 feet to the sua.it of Loveland Pass elevation
11,990 feet was about 10 miles. Again, we reached the
Continental Divid. only this time Bobby got his picture
taken. Anne and I r.visit the 1986 tour by again kissing
b.hind the summit. sign. Loveland Pass was easier this tour
but we still had about 70 ailes to Denv.r. The 86 tour had
an overnight in Idaho Springs. Froa the suaait to Idaho
Springs is 25 miles of downhill of which 20 .iles were sh.ar
pleasure. Tande.s were never meant to go uphill, at l.ast

that's what our l.gs told us.

We lunched at the Safeway in Idaho Springs. From Idaho
spring~, we continued to lose elevation for ~nother five
.iles. th.n, we reentered Interstate 70 for the five .il.
cli.b up Floyd Hill. The only riders that w. passed with
any regularity going up were riding mountain bikes. The
last day was a roller coaster ride. After Floyd Hill, it
was downhill again for about four miles, then the final
three .ile cliab to El Rancho. Th. remaining 30 .iles was
all downhill to Denver elevation 5280 feet.

The Post had a food fair as a welcome home for the riders at
the Tivoli Brewery. We arrived at 3:30' p... with Bobby
right behind us. The final day'S ride was 98 .iles with
four cli.bs. It was also the longest day of the tour. It
would have been nice to have been greeted with a b••r or a
win. cooler instead of hot dogs and cokes. There was one
group celebrating with champagn.. We said goodbye to Bob,
Judy and Jason Fargot, a tandem team with a bugger from
Sheraden, Wyoaing. It was sad to think that aft.r riding
for six days; that it was over. The 1987 Ride the Rockies
Colorado Bike Tour was now just a memory.

Bicycle touring is a challenge and a lot a fun but tandem
touring in the Rockies over mountain passes is even .ore
cqallenging. I felt a tremendous amount of accomplishment
.fter this tour. However, the most important thing was that
Ann. and I had accomplished this together. I know that both
of us could have ridden individual bikes and completed the
tour, but it would not have been together. Additionally, w.
both were very proud of our son Bobby. He had never riden
over 400 .ile in six days before, let alone seven mountain
passes.
