With 50 many new members
joining CSCC recently, it's a good
time to review ride leader
responsibilities. This essay is for
the benefit of current and aspiring
ride leaders as well as riders 50
that everyone knows what to expect.
Next month, I plan an essay on the
riders responsibilities.

The ideal ride leader:

Provides the coordination,
organization and leadership
necessary to make the ride safe,
fun and successful. The ride
leader's obligations begin prior

5

to the '~rt of the ride and don't
end unt._ everyone completes the
ride or is accounted for.

Arrives at the departure point
early, at least 15 minutes prior to
the planned time. If the ride
leader can't make the ride, then a
substitute ride leader must be
arranged.

Provides maps of the route or
plans to keep the group together.
An outing of 10 or more riders is
difficult to manage. Ask a fellow
rider who is familiar with the
route to stay back and ride with
slower riders and act as sweep if the
ride leader plans to ride at the
front. Conversely, be sure a fellow
rider at the front knows the route if
the ride leader plans to ride at the
rear. Be sure that everyone
understands the distance and pace.
It is very important to make
arrangements for slower riders. Try
not to lose anyone as it is very
upsetting to get lost. More often
than not, the ride leader leads from
the rear.

Introduces herself at
beginning of the ride as the
leader and encourages the
riders to introduce themselves.

Makes sure everyone signs the
signup sheet and understands the
waiver.

Invites non-members to join the
club and provides information
about the club, gives them a
newsletter if possible.

Encourages the use of ANSI
and/or Snell approved helmets. The
ride leader always wears a helmete

Brings a tool kit and extra
supplies and is prepared to as~ist
others with repairs.

Starts the ride on time (within
5 minutes of the planned time).
Because of human nature, the later
the start, the later some people
will show up and late starts will
become routine which is frustrating
to those who are on time.

Talks to everyone during and
after the ride. Discusses
upcoming rides and suggests rides to
riders based upon their fitness
level and ability.

Encourages beginning riders.
With encouragement and advice, they
will be riding faster and
stronger soon.
