On August 5th, we rode the big
Arvada Century. It was big in many
ways, The event was big as measured
by the number of riders; there were
1300. There were options for 25, 50,
and 100 miles, about half rode the
full century;

The cool, cloudy, threatening
weather at the early start caused
some concern as we embarked from the
big suburb on Denver's northwest
side. The rain stayed away all day
as the weather turned quite nice for
this big ride. The route meandered
quickly through Arvada and then
rambled northward on a succession of
country roads through farm and ranch
land to Longmont. The second half of
the ride wasn't quite as pleasant as
the first half because of the
increasing traffic and city exposure
as the ride headed back into the
Denver area. The entire route was
essentially flat with no big hills.
The routes were well chosen - either
country roads with little traffic or
more heavily traveled roads with
wide, clean shoulders.

The scenery was OK some
pastoral country settings but
nothing spectacular. The shining
star of the ride was the
organization. It started with a
smooth running registration and
packet pickup operation and got
better from there on. We've never
seen such detailed, complete route
descriptions. There were eight big
rest stops, one about every twelve
miles, with friendly volunteers, cold
water, bananas, orange slices, energy
bars, and restrooms. At the finish
we were treated to a big barbecue in
the park - chicken, hamburgers, hot
dogs, baked beans, potato salad,
chips, drinks, and live
entertainment.

This was our first century in a
couple of years and we really enjoyed
this big event. We recommend this
event for someone looking for a flat
century with superb orgallization and
support. It is ideal for a first
century.

The Mountain Bike Guide to Summit
County, Colorado. Laura Rossetter.
Sage Creek Press, Silverthorne,
Colorado, 80498. 1989. $8.95

This book was sent to CSCC with a
request for an review sometime ago.
Since it seemed necessary to ride one
of the routes to write a meaningful
review, I placed Ride 13, the Wheeler
National Recreation Trail on the
schedule for Sunday, August 5. This
route is described in Laura's book as
advanced with a distance of 26 miles
taking 5 hours time.

Laura's guide is simple and
straightforward, it assumes you've
got the bike and associated gear and
know how to use it so there is no
what-to or how-to material, except
for a brief review of safety
fundamentals. It is also thin on
historical details. I liked the
guide's voice, finding it quite
credible since it is very objective.
This black and white guide contrasted
starkly with a fat paperback book
written in a macho voice with a
color photograph of the male author
on the back cover. He raved about
"bombing down gnarly trails." I see
Laura's Mountain Bike Guide to Summit
County as a 1990's lean and mean
guide to riding in the heart of
Colorado.

The Wheeler National Trail ride
starts in Breckenridge, climbs to a
saddle on the Ten Mile Range between
Peaks 8 and 9 and descends to Wheeler
Junction near Copper Mountain and
returns on the paved bike path to
Breckenridge. I anticipated a
difficult ascent and descent since
the elevation gain was 3,308 feet to
a maximum elevation of 12,408 feet.

Laura's guide defined expert as:
"Riding conditions for extended
periods over rough terrain exist.
Routes require expert riding skills.
Long climbs and extensive elevation
gains demand top physical condition.
Occasional hazardous route conditions
require periods of walking."

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forty-some, €xperienc€ believe
ourselves well equypped and
conditioned. We were eager for the
challenge of an expert ride as we
cruised up the main street of
Breckenride, west through the Beaver
Run Resort and Convention Center and
past the parking lot thereby losing
the route immediately in the
construction zone start.

Riding back slowly through Beaver
Run Resort Hotel and Convention
Center, we found the parking lot
which was full of automobiles. There
was a break in the ski boundary fence
with a sign half on the ground
reading, "Access to Peak 9 Closed,
use King Crown's Road Access." (The
only King Crown's road I knew of was
in Woodland Park.) Someone said
"Maybe it's just for trucks only",
and we rode on across the clearing at
the base of the ski run to a Burro
Trail sign pointing into the trees.
A couple on mountain bikes asked if
that was the trail to Wheeler Trail.
We didn't know. Some of my group
wanted to charge down the trail as I
read in the guide about "riding under
the quad chair lift." To ride under
the quad chair lift and stay off the
ski slopes as cautioned by the guide,
it was necessary to start up a hill
too steep to bike! I convinced
everyone of this and soon we were
pushing our bikes upward.

Before too long we came to a
major fork in the road and while I
was trying to figure out if we had
"passed two roads on the right", the
other riders barged on ahead and
crossed a cable strung across the
road which lead to the base of
another quad chair lift. We
continued up and as the hill got
steeper and steeper making it more
and more difficult to push our bikes,
we began to realize that we were on
Peak Ten, not Peak Nine.

We turned around and headed down
and as the rest of the group began
bushwhacking into the trees to get on
a road visible across a small valley,
I headed back to the last major
intersection and veered left. I then
rode up the road the others were
headed for which ended in a dead end
at the top of another chairlift. As
I waited for the others, I rested and
ate part of my lunch. Eventually,
the others came up the road and were
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amazed, how I 1 I get there first?
By now I hnew where the route lay

and we were soon pedaling the
switchback dirt road which passed the
Peak Nine Restaurant. Soon we were
above timberline, past the highest
ski lift. By now, the road bed was
a layer of stones. We continued
upward on the zigzagging switchback
road, pushing our bikes when heading
into the wind and riding our bikes
when pushed by the wind. A few four
wheel drive vehicles crept past.

I caught up with the resting
group after we passed the
intersection of the road with Wheeler
National Trail. After a little
backtracking, we were riding on the
Wheeler National Trail to Wheeler
Pass. I This stretch requires
negotiating a trail which is one­
half track wide trail. The trail is
so narrow that it is impossible to
avoid foot dabs and keep the bike
wheels from getting out of the track.
The trail traverses a beautiful
alpine green hillside above
timberline and passes through short
willows. It also includes a bog
hazard which I fell into. I rolled
off my bike as my front wheel sank to
it's axle after I was unable to avoid
a black 3 x 18 inch puddle of water.
As I tumbled onto the willows, I
reflected that my fall benefited
neither the willows or myself.

Arriving at the top of Wheeler
Pass, I marveled at the view of the
Gore Range. I later noticed that
the sign atop the pass, the very one
in the picture on page 72 of Laura's
guide, proclaims the elevation of
Wheeler Pass as 12,460 feet while
the caption of the picture reads
"Looking towards the Gore Range from
12,408 ft Wheeler Pass." Is 12,460
or 12,408 the altitude of Wheeler
Pass?

As we rested atop the pass, a
single rider passed by, the only
other cyclist we saw above timber
line. He was riding hard and fast
using cleats with helmet hanging from
his fanny pack. .

The descent required constant
braking and frequent dismounting to
negotiate short difficult stretches
of trail. We also stopped a few time
because our hands were getting numb.
The long hard stretch of braking
makes one wonder if this trail is
