The Prez Speaks about D -'fin Under ­
Part 2

Our New Zealand Southern Alps bicycle tour offically began on
Saturday, February 9th, after a breakfast feast at the Avon Hotel in
Christchurch. We drove west out of Christchurch in the two Pedaltour

vans through the Canterbury Plains to the top of Porter Pass. We had

18 people with very diverse cycling backgrounds on our tour. This was
one of the largest tours that Andre and Susan had lead. Since they both
had to drive the vans we had Janet Oddy (the owner's daughter) along

as our riding companion/guide.

We rode about 60 kilometers from the top of Porter Pass to the small

community of Arthurs Pass. The terrain was hilly and the day was hot
and sunny. We had the first of many picnic lunches in a wooded area
near the Broken River Ski-field. Several of us stopped at the Bealey Inn
to cool down with a cold drink. Some of us stayed at the Chalet and the

rest in duplex cabins on the east side of town. Many of us gathered in
the bar of the Chalet prior to dinner, sharing the excitement and

experiences of the first day. At dinner we were surprised to be allowed
to order from the menu. We could eat as much as wanted.

Sunday morning was cool and cloudy more like the typical weather for
this Bealey River Valley community. After a buffet breakfast we hiked
up to Devil's Punch Bowl, the first many splendid waterfalls. Sunday's
ride was nearly 100 km. over Arthurs Pass to the west coast along
Taramakau River, through Kumara and Kumara Junction to the Tasman

Sea, then south to the gold mining town of Hokitika.

I had expected a deadly climb over Arthurs Pass. The climb was about
four miles and not too steep. We stopped on the divide for a Kodak

moment prior to a deadly descent. The grade was so steep that Janet (an
experienced NZ cyclist) walked her bike down the stc.-"'Pestpart. The
Texas tandemers were thankful they had installed Araya drag brakes.
I had never ridden down anything that steep before.

The western slope has much more vegetation and water than the eastern

plains. Today's ride was through thick bush and a spectacular gorge
with numerous waterfalls. The route was lined with ferns and towering

Rimu and Kahikatea (native forest). Due to the morning hike to Devils
Punch Bowl, we got another late start. We reached Kumara Junction
around mid afternoon, and the weather was beginning to deteriorate.

By the time we reached Hokitika, we were riding in a mist.

On the outskirts of Hokitika we cycled over a wooden, one-lane bridge
that doubled as a railroad trestle. Anne and I were thankful for the

700Cx35 cross tires on our Miyata AIumicross bikes. Two less

experienced riders fell at the approach to the bridge. No one was hurt.
We rode about 30 km along the coast but didn't see anything but
overcast, waves and beach strewn with massive drift wood.

We stayed at the Southwinds Motel in Hokitika. It was a modern place,
right on the beach, and the restaurant had a nice view of the beach and
Tasman Sea. Hokitika is one of the larger towns on the west coast and

known for its greenstone crafts (NZ Jade). After Monday's breakfast,

we went shopping for crafts and visited the last bike shop we would see
until we reached Queenstown on Saturday. We got under way around

9:45 with 170 km to travel. The suggested riding distance was 80 km
but we were determined to ride the complete route to Franz Josef
Glacier.

The route south along the West Coast or Westland is a thin strip of land
bounded on the west by the Tasman Sea and on the east by the southern

alps. The weather was mild and very overcast (great for cycling, not
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much for sightseeing). Th~ terrain was what Kiwis call undulating
(rolling hills). We an in Franz Josef around 6:00 pm and
completely exhausted. The hot shower was great. The motel's restaurant
had a great view of the Franz Josef Glacier, and the clouds cleared for
a brief period during dinner. We only wished that the food was half as
good as the view.

Tuesday was a semi off day for riding. We only had to cover 25 km
from Franz Josef Glacier to Fox Glacier. Our guides had planned a hike
to the Franz Josef Glacier after breakfast, but it was raining so we piled
into the vans and drove to Okarito Beach for beachcombing and lunch
at a small historical museum.

After lunch the weather began to clear, so we drove up to Franz Josef
Glacier prior to riding on to Fox Glacier. The short ride to Fox was
anything but easy. We had three steep climbs with a nice fmal descent
into Fox. Our guides were very capable and exper-ienced. They seemed

to improvise well when the weather didn't cooperate. The west coast of
the south island is a temperate rain forest. Streams, rivers, waterfalls,
glaciers, ferns, trees, moss, glo-worm grottoes and sand flies are in
abundance. We were in constant awe of the scenery. We would have

enjoyed the west coast more had the weather been clearer. The
vegetation has a price (rain).

Since we missed the glacier hike yesterday, we hiked about 3.5 km to
the Fox Glacier after breakfast on Wednesday morning. We had never

a glacier close up. What an impressive sight! The glacier's terminal
lake is milky white, due to the rock sediment suspended in the water
caused by the movement of the glacier grinding down the rock. There
are close to 100 glaciers in this area.

Wednesday's ride was to Lake Moeraki (100 km). Again the weather
was mild and overcast. We rode through lush forest over gentle, rolling
hills. The weather cleared and the sun made an afternoon appearance
as we arrived at the Lake Moeraki Wilderness Lodge. The lodge was
built as a construction camp to house workers building the Haast Pass
Highway.T he lodge was purchased by Gerry McSweeny and Ann
Saunders a few years ago. Gerry is a noted conservationist who was the
Directorof the Royal Forest and Bird Society.

Before dinner we went for a kayak trip down the Moeraki River to a

private beach. The only access to this beach is via boat or foot. The
sand flies were at their best. There must have been a hundred in my
kayak alone. Ann and Gerry operate the lodge as an Inn. This was one
of the few times we didn't get to select order from a menu. The food
was great and home cooked by Ann. Ann also teaches their three
children at home. After dinner Gerry gave a great slide show and talk
about the west coast and the conservation movement in New Zealand.

Thursday's ride was 120 km to Makarora over the famous Haast Pass.
This road took 37 years to construct and is like Wolf Creek Pass in that
it is always under construction. The first part of ride was south along
the coast where we crossed the Haast River Bridge and headed inland

(east) along the Haast River. Again there were numerous waterfalls,
rivers, streams and ferns along the route. It was a mild, overcast day.
Shortly after lunch we reached the dreaded Haast Pass. The climb was
severe and narrow. The scenery was spectacular with road snaking

along the edge of the deep river canyon below to our left. There were
places where the road is falling into the river below. Anne and I passed
the Hoyts who eventually had to push their tandem up part of the pass.
The climb was steep for about 5 km before it leveled out to about a 3

percent grade to the top. It was raining at the top and Andre assured us
that it would stop raining on the east side of the pass.

The next 8 km of road was unsealed (dirt). It seemed like an eternity

in the rain. The road had just been graded which brought the rocks
