NOTES from CSCC Monthly Members Meeting 1-3-2012

Social hour began at 6:30 p.m. with appetizers (Chicken Quesadillas, green chili, and veggies). Mark Mann, the volunteer to be CSCC Chairperson of the Social Committee, reserved the space at the Downtown Clarion. Everyone agreed he did a fine job on the menu.

The meeting began at 7:03 p.m. with club President Charlie Czarniecki presenting the agenda for the meeting, and then making a request for volunteers to lead the Sunday Social Ride in 2012. New Ride Planning Chairperson Kerry Hefta made note of the following people who volunteered to lead the ride: Charlie Czarniecki – January, Al Brody – February, Sara Hill – April, Janine Hegeman – May. The Dec 10th Holiday party access problem at the Air Force Academy was explained, as well as the attendance (about 130), and the member gifts given out (Clean Bottle water bottles with the CSCC Logo, and City of Colorado Springs bicycle route maps). Charlie, a retired AF officer, sponsored the event by joining the Officer’s Club, which saved CSCC over $800 in room charges.

Next, two slides were presented that charted the monthly miles ridden by CSCC members in 2011, and cumulative miles for 2011. The totals were lower than the last 5 years. Charlie explained that this was possibly due to rider sign-in sheets not being turned in, and poor weather, particularly in November (when not one Saturday Fitness ride went out).

Then a quick survey, the “Slip Method,” was done. Meeting attendees wrote down their answers to 20 questions pertinent to the club’s management and direction for 2012. These “slips” were collected and will be compiled, and discussed by the CSCC Board at its next meeting to help determine upcoming plans and events.

CSCC news was discussed next:

Buena Vista Bike Fest (BVBF): Bob Smith announced that there were about 130 registrations to date, lower than last year’s total at his time. The website is up to date, and that he and Anne had posters for distribution and requested assistance getting them out to various locations for posting. He also showed a slide of the 2012 BVBF jersey, and reminded attendees that there was a member email sent out with a discount code to receive a $15 discount when the ride and the jersey are purchased together. Vic Villhard, the volunteer coordinator for BVBF, made a request for volunteers and passed out volunteer registration forms. He also stated that there is a gift for volunteers, and that volunteer registration can be done on-line at the BVBF ride registration.

Harry Harris: He continues to improve in his quest to ride his bike again. He really enjoyed the visit from CSCC members during a Sunday Social Ride stopover at his home on December 11th. 

2011 Festival of Lights Parade: CSCC had a great showing, with very creative costumes, and Allen Beauchamp hauling 2 trailers with decorations and generators. 

The 2011 Holiday Party: This topic was revisited with slides showing a few of the awardees at the event. Chris Conboy was awarded the Volunteer of the Year award, Dale Campbell and Sharon Boyd won the “Golden Sweep” award for sweeping the most rides in 2011, and a special 
Bicycle Community "MVP" Award was given to Deb Spinato.

The 2012 Frozen Water Bottle ride: 43 logged over 1000 miles on this CSCC tradition, now in its 26th year. We started at BJ’s Brewhouse on North Nevada at 10 a.m. New Year’s Day and had lunch at BJ’s afterward.

Website changes: Bob Smith has worked to get several changes put through on the website, including Facebook (he asked for a volunteer to manage the Facebook page), and a potential slideshow-type banner on the front page. The website is mobile enabled now so that many features work better on mobile devices. There is now an app for the Android and apps for I-phone and Blackberry are coming soon. There is also a developing ride route/cue sheet library.

Bent Fork: Dale Campbell made a request for members to turn in stories and articles. He is looking for stories that have an international flavor as well as local stories. 





The last agenda item was the special guest. Allen Beauchamp introduced the evening’s special guest, David Pico, Editor of Peak Region Cyclist, a free publication. A few highlights from his presentation:

- Started Peak Region Cyclist in 2008, with encouragement from Al Brody and Allen Beauchamp.
 - He saw that the Region has great weather, trails roads, and people and it needed a way to bring those things together.
- The calendar is the main reason people pick up the magazine. CSCC rides are listed. There is a form on the magazine’s website for editing the calendar.
- There are regular fitness articles, occasional advocacy articles.
- Print issue is about 32 pages in length. 6,000 are printed monthly, about 50-100 are picked up at the end of the month. It is at all bike shops and Chipotle restaurants.
- The on-line version is up 90 pages. Subscription costs 15.99/year at peakregioncyclist.com  
- David requested photos for the covers. He is looking to make the magazine more appealing to everyday riders and wants to get away from the competitive-racer photos. Stan Hill asked if he needed photo releases, and David answered no, it is a free publication and not needed. Vern Pitcher asked if he pays photographers and David answered no (this also is an input determine if photo releases were needed). 

Finally, there were announcements from the floor. 
·  Kerry Hefta again requested ride leaders and asked how many people would be interested in joining a 40-60 mile Wednesday afternoons ride in the summer. Rush Carter from CS West Bikes is willing to lead the ride. A few members said yes. 
·  Al Brody announced that the annual Bike Summit will be held in Denver Feb 6-7, and that thru CSCC’s grant from Schramm, there are still a few registrations available if any members wish to go. Contact Al at bikerbrody@aol.com 
·  Torie Giffen from Chik-fil-A announced that there is a ride promoter’s summit being held Jan 19 at Mr. Biggs. It is free if you register before Jan 19. Information will be on the CSCC website.
·  Charlie announced the next meeting date February 7, 2012.
